Minutes of Tregynon Community Council’s meeting held on 8 February 2024 at 7.30 pm in the community centre. Present at start of meeting: Cllr Joy Shearer (Chair), Cllrs M. Davies, 
H. Hulme, T. Breese, M. Watkin, H. Morris and the Clerk Rachael Jones. Apologies had been received from Cllr S. Williams and Cllr D. Bumford. 
Cllr Hulme handed in a playground inspection sheet.
Declarations of interest: None.
Minutes: The councillors reviewed and accepted the minutes of the January 2024 meeting. The minutes were signed by the Chair. Matters arising: None.
Councillor vacancy: The councillor vacancy was discussed briefly.
Planning: Two applications were discussed: 24/0027/lbc – Repair and partial rebuild wall at walled garden, Gregynog; 23/1959/lbc – Remove render at Old School and paint wall. The councillors supported both applications. Planning applications received after distribution of agenda: None.
Highways: The poor condition of several roads was discussed. The road near Cochsidan is in a terrible condition with potholes and standing water. Clerk to report concerns about the U2391, U2392 (Dolmelynau to Drew Field), U2872 and C2064. to the county Highways department. Cllr Hulme reported that unclassified roads are to have their surfaces removed, ground up and laid back down as rough tracks. There is to be a public consultation about the speed limit at the new development on the Bettws road. The flashing sign is working well. The road between Tregynon and Highgate is to be resurfaced.
Cemetery/Amenity land:  Some rubbish has been seen thrown into the cemetery. Cllr Morris to investigate. D-Day commemorations: This was briefly discussed.
Playground: The new part on the spinning cone has been installed but the councillors are not totally satisfied. The invoice for this installation has not yet been received and Cllr Hulme is eager to get on with applying for the grant re. new equipment. Cllr Hulme will approach Andrew Bromley re. a replacement sign for the playing field. Difficulties regarding locking/unlocking the playing field were discussed, and the councillors are monitoring the gate for emergency access.
Finance: Two invoices were passed for payment: R. Jones (clerk’s fee and expenses) £629.67; Tregynon Community Centre (room hire) £30. The invoices were approved, and the cheques signed by two councillors.
External reports: Cllr Hulme has already distributed her monthly report and now discussed a few items in more depth. Cllr Hulme is to invite the new rural crime prevention officer to the March 2024 meeting. The parochial charities have approved two applications. Correspondence: A letter about a community heat source pump was discussed.

Items for next agenda: Spinning cone; grant funding for the playground.
