Minutes of Tregynon Community Council’s meeting held on 9 May 2024 at 7.50 pm in the community centre, following the AGM. Present at start of meeting: Cllr J. Shearer, Cllrs M. Davies, T. Breese, S. Williams, M. Watkin, H. Morris, T. Breese, D. Bumford and the Clerk Rachael Jones. Member of the public, Mr Richard Jones (Aberhafesp) was present. Cllr Hulme’s apologies had already been received at the AGM.
2. Declarations of interest: None. 
3. Minutes: The councillors reviewed and accepted the minutes of the April 2024 meeting with the proviso that Cllr Breese name be replaced by Cllr Bumford’s for reporting the grass cutting. The minutes were signed by the Chair. 4. Matters arising: Both the Clerk and Cllr Hulme had written to Matt Perry about the flashing sign but had received no reply.
5. Planning: None. 
6. Planning applications received after distribution of agenda: None.
7. Highways: Potholes are still in place near Cochsidan and Dolmeynau. Clerk to write to the council again about these and also potholes on the road to New Mills. There are lots of loose chippings near Tynybryn following the road works. Scaffolding on the Temperance Hotel was discussed. Cllr Shearer has renovated a very old milestone down the road from Tynybryn.
8. Playground: It was reported that the grass-cutting contractors were unable to access the playing field because the gate was locked and the passcode that Cllr Watkin had was out of date. Clerk to write to the school to ask for the new code and to be kept up to date with any changes, and confirmation of the times of day when the caretaker locks and unlocks the small gate. Clerk to complete form for the annual RoSPA playground inspection.
9. Cemetery/Amenity land: Dog fouling has been observed on the amenity land, with dog waste in bags being left on the seats. Cllr Morris read out the quote from Andrew Bromley for the new sign and the councillors decided to accept the quote (£40). Cllr Morris to liaise with Andrew Bromley.
10. Finance: a. Current account: £13824.75. Reserve: £12164.46. The clerk had earlier distributed a bi-monthly reconciliation and the councillors now approved this. b. Two invoices were passed for payment: One Voice Wales subscription (£153); Mary Oldham (Internal Audit) £30. The cheques were signed by two councillors. c.
