                    Cyngor Cymuned Tregynon Community Council

Minutes of Tregynon Community Council’s meeting held on 12 September 2024 at 7.30pm. Present at start of meeting: Cllrs M. Davies (Chair), J. Shearer, S. Williams, H. Morris, 
D. Bumford, T. Breese, H. Hulme and the Clerk Rachael Jones. Cllr Watkin had earlier given notice of a probable late arrival. Four members of the public were present: Suzanne Edwards, 
Mr & Mrs Law and Mr D. Lewis. Mr John Yeomans had sent apologies as he was unable to attend today’s meeting in his role as county councillor. Cllr Watkin joined the meeting shortly after the start. Cllr Hulme handed in a playground inspection sheet.
The Chair brought forward Planning Applications for the convenience of the members of the public.
Planning: 24/1060/FUL (holiday pods and associated works, Oak Side, New Mills). The councillors listened to comments from members of the public. The councillors decided to send the following comments to the Planning department: The plans constituted overdevelopment of a limited and confined space; there were serious concerns about drainage into an open ditch and about surface water runoff; parking allowance was unclear on the plans; the proposed hedges will obstruct the view to and from the site and impede visibility for motorists; the visibility splay at the junction of the U2392 and B4389 will be inadequate and dangerous. Furthermore, land at that junction is not in the ownership of the applicant. The councillors also had serious concerns about work already undertaken before any permission was granted. Clerk to source the enforcement form on the county council web site. 
24/1231/HH (new vehicular access at Old School House, Tregynon): The councillors were keen to support this application that will reduce on-street parking.

Planning applications received after distribution of agenda: None.  Mr & Mrs Law and Mr Lewis left the meeting at 8.05pm.
Declarations: None. Minutes: The councillors reviewed and accepted the minutes of the July 2024 meeting. There were no matters arising. The Chair then welcomed Suzanne Edwards prior to a discussion about Remembrance Day.
Remembrance Day ceremony: Cllr Shearer declared an interest. The Church has hitherto undertaken the event but have now asked Tregynon council to take over. Ms Edwards spoke about the organization of the event and the Councillors agreed to take over from 2025. Ms Edwards agreed to put together a schedule of necessary tasks. The clerk confirmed that the insurance cover was adequate. Clerk to order a wreath for the 2024 event and Cllr Bumford to liaise with Ms Edwards.
Councillor vacancy: This was discussed. 
Highways: Cllr Shearer reported that remedial work on the Waen y Pant bridge has been completed to a good standard but potholes were inadequately repaired. The potholes near Temperance have reappeared. Clerk to report this to Highways. A boulder has fallen into the brook near Cream Cottages, opposite Fair View and could pose a flood risk. Clerk to contact Graham Astley. A concerned resident has written to the council about overgrowth of brambles. Clerk to refer the individual to the county council’s planning web site to find the name and contact details of the right person to contact over this civil matter. The Penymaen path was discussed.
Playground: Cllr Hulme to chase up the Lottery application. Cllr Morris said that it might be £1000 to have the roundabout bearings put right. The councillors decided to wait to hear the outcome of the Lottery application before proceeding with any roundabout work. The clerk reported that the reserve fund kept for play equipment is very healthy.
Cemetery/Amenity land: It is unclear what or who caused the damage to one of the gravestones or when it happened. The councillors are unwilling to accept responsibility for the damage. Clerk to contact the family about this. The amenity land is looking good. Himalayan Balsam has been spotted in the brook. Cllr Morris will follow up Andrew Bromley about the new playing field sign. The playing field is well used but the clerk still has not received an invoice from the county council. More dog fouling has been noted.
Finance: Current account: £15223.33. Reserve: £16241.35. Three invoices were presented for payment: Clerk’s fee and expenses (£633.35); Audit Wales (£245.00); Gallagher Insurance (£1169.09) Cllr Hulme and the Chair signed the cheques. The clerk had earlier distributed a bi-monthly reconciliation by email and this was approved. The clerk also distributed a mid-term review sheet. The councillors reviewed and accepted this. The councillors decided that when the invoice form Powys County Council arrives for playing field use, the clerk and Chair will deal with the cheque.
External reports: The parochial charities are to hold a meeting. There were no applications to consider at the previous meeting. Cllr Watkin to send the 2024 Wind Farm Trust report to the clerk to put up an advert for the Trust. 

AOB: Eisteddfod material has not all been removed. Clerk to put up a note about this on the Tregynon Community Facebook page. Clerk also to put up a note about removing posters and adverts from the playground fence.
