                    Cyngor Cymuned Tregynon Community Council

Minutes of Tregynon Community Council’s meeting held on 10 July 2025 at 7.40pm following the Wind Farm Trust meeting. Present at start of meeting: Cllrs M. Davies (Chair), S. Williams, J. Shearer, H. Morris, H. Hulme, T. Breese, M. Watkin and the Clerk Rachael Jones. The councillors were aware that Cllr Bumford could not be present and Cllr Yeomans had sent advanced notification of a late arrival. There were no declarations of interest. Cllrs Shearer and Hulme handed in playground inspection sheets.
Minutes of AGM; minutes of June ordinary meeting: These were read and accepted. The Chair signed both sets of minutes. The Chair also signed a copy of May 2025 minutes because the clerk could not find the copy signed at the June 2025 meeting. 

Matters arising: Cllr Hulme noted that the Powys recommendation for the retrospective application at Brickyard is that it be refused; there were some other concerns about the state of the old tip. Cllr Hulme also asked for playground quote details to be included. Cllr Watkin confirmed that the quote accepted at the June 2025 meeting was the £44,500 quote from Wicksteed.

Planning applications: 25/0769/FUL: Change of use of a part of field to equestrian training and exercise arena (retrospective) New House, Tregynon. The councillors decided to offer no comment. 
Planning applications received after distribution of the agenda: None.
Highways: Speeding vehicles were noted again. It was of grave concern that the drivers of some industrial-type vehicles used mobile phones at the wheel. Clerk to put a comment about this on Facebook. One of the batteries for the flashing signs is not working. Clerk to write to Chris Lloyd at Highways about the faded signs at the entrance and exit to the school. The councillors discussed a hedge that is encroaching onto a pavement and the tenants are to be asked to prune the hedge. Cllr Watkin pointed out that the pavement has been made narrow by road works. Cllr Hulme had been invited to a rights-of-way meeting in Caersws but that meeting clashed with the current community council meeting. Cllr Yeomans arrived at 8.15pm.
Bus shelter/amenity land: The new whiteboard is yet to be installed. An issue was reported regarding the rubber safety matting on the bridge leading to the amenity land and Cllr Hulme questioned the ownership of the wooden gate near Dyfnant. It was confirmed that the owners of Dyfnant owned the gate. Clerk to send letter to householders in Parc Hafod to confirm the community council’s ownership of the amenity land and the need for householders to put right any damage caused to the amenity land.
Playground: Councillors confirmed that they had obtained pledges of funding for new equipment from a range of sources including the Adfa Wind Farm Trust. When combined with Tregynon council’s reserves held specifically for playground equipment, the councillors felt the time was right to order the package decided on at the June 2025 meeting. Clerk to order the equipment. Cllr Yeomans spoke of individual grants of £5000 to be available in due course from a levelling up amount. Cllr Watkin stated that the fence around the playa area was warped because signs attached to it acted as sails and exerted a force upon the fence. 

Cemetery: No update on the damaged gravestone.
Finance: Current account: £12,358.59 Reserve: 16,415.42. Two invoices were presented: Tregynon Community centre (room hire) £33.00; Vision ICT (web site hosting) £141.90. The cheques were approved by all and then signed by the Chair and Cllr Morris. The clerk had earlier distributed a bi-monthly reconciliation which was accepted.
External reports: The parochial charities are to hold a meeting. Correspondence: Powys County Council are to prepare a code of training to be available for purchase on DVD. The councillors decided to send their agreement to this.  
AOB: Cllr Yeomans reported that the building development at Oakside is still in place, and that no more council farms would be sold. The WI knitted poppy display was discussed and the councillors decided to ask for more information about its size and proposed location. Items for next agenda: Usual plus Remembrance Day; knitted poppy display. Date of next meeting: Thursday 11 September 2025.
