Minutes of Tregynon Community Council’s meeting held on 12 June 2025 at 7.45pm. Present at start of meeting: Cllrs M. Davies (Chair), S. Williams, J. Shearer, H. Morris, D. Bumford, 
T. Breese, M. Watkin and the Clerk Rachael Jones. Cllrs Hulme and Yeomans had sent apologies. Also present were members of the public, Mr Andrew Owen and Ms Jade Dickens. There were no declarations of interest. 
The Chair brought forward Planning for the benefit of the visitors. Application 25/0700/FUL (Change of use from agricultural land to equestrian land use, the erection of stables and all associated works (retrospective) Brickyard Cottage, Bwlch-Y Ffridd, SY16 3PE). The councillors noted that the address was wrong, it should be Tregynon, not Bwlch y Ffridd. 
The councillors then discussed this application and listened to representations from Mr Owen and Ms Dickens. The councillors decided to ask for a copy of the report that is being prepared before making any comments.

Planning applications received after distribution of the agenda: Application: 25/0801/FUL: (Formation of a private menage and all other associated works. Site Address: Land Adj. Drewfield, Tregynon, Newtown, SY16 3PT). The councillors decided to offer no comment.
Minutes: The councillors reviewed and accepted the minutes of the May 2025 meeting, with a correction to a minor typo. The Chair signed the minutes. 
Highways: The clerk read out a letter from the county council about a new countryside volunteer programme. Clerk to invite a representative to attend the September meeting. Clerk to report the very bad pothole near Temperance again. The battery in the flashing traffic sign is working well now but no speed traps have been observed recently in the area. One vehicle was observed going the wrong way out of the community centre car park and the councillors discussed the poor state of painted sign on the tarmac. Clerk to report this to highways, and to report the collapsing culvert at Ffrwd Wen and potholes at Dolymelinau.

Playground: The councillors discussed new play equipment and considered a number of quotes. Clerk to explore potential sources of funding. Clerk also finds out the length of warranty offered on new equipment.
